This new Departmental Handbook provides guidance to Departmental employees on the
implementation of 301 DM 7. It provides guidance, practical tips, and promising practices for
engaging with Tribal Nations and Indigenous communities on the inclusion of Indigenous Knowledge.
In particular, the Handbook clarifies processes for implementing new policy requirements associated
with receiving free, prior, and informed consent; compensating knowledge holders for their time and
services; and following appropriate approaches and procedures when working with Tribal Nations,
Indigenous communities, and Knowledge Holders on the inclusion and application of Indigenous
Knowledge to actions of the Department.
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
