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Archaeologist Competency Model Study Summary

The DOI Office of Human Capital (OHC) conducted a comprehensive study to identify the
critical competencies and tasks for successful performance of Archaeologist work across the
Department. OHC worked with Archaeologist subject matter experts from across the Department
in order to create a thorough and accurate representation of the work performed by DOI
Archaeologist professionals and the knowledge, skills, and abilities required to perform that
work.

The study involved a variation of the U.S. Office of Personnel Management’s Multipurpose
Occupational Systems Analysis Inventory — Closed-Ended (MOSAIC) method for gathering and
analyzing information about work. The MOSAIC approach has been utilized to study and
describe work performed within the Federal Government for over 25 years. The study included a
wide-ranging literature review to build lists of tasks and competencies used to describe
Archaeologist work across the Department. Next, focus groups with DOI Archaeologist subject
matter experts were held to ensure these lists were complete and accurately represented the job.
A trained job analyst also linked each task to competencies to confirm they were required to
perform the work. DOI Archaeologist professionals rated the tasks and competencies to
demonstrate the importance and utility of each component of the study. Finally, Archaeologist
subject matter experts reviewed the results of the study to ensure its accuracy.

The results of this study establish a common set of Archaeologist tasks and competencies across
the Department, which can be used to create assessment and selection techniques and tools and
establish common practices and terminology for recruitment, performance management,
workforce planning, training, and employee development. This work provides DOI with current,
validated information that can be used to ensure its Archaeologist workforce has the tools to
meet future challenges.
