The Commissioner of Reclamation is authorized to perform the functions of the Secretary of the Interior set forth in articles 14 and 19 of the General Regulations for Generation and Sale of Power approved and promulgated by the Secretary on May 20, 1941, in accordance with the Boulder Canyon Project Adjustment Act (54 Stat. 774).

Adjust energy rates either upward or downward, both firm and secondary, and advise allottees of the new energy rates: and

Furnish each allottee, as of June 1 of each year, with a statement of the estimated generating charges for each allottee for the year of operation ending May 31 of the next succeeding calendar year, and after the close of the operating year, advise each allottee of adjustments for actual generating charges. 
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
