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4.1
Office of Offshore Regulatory Programs (OORP).  The Chief, OORP is responsible for regulatory, safety, and conservation compliance on the Nation’s offshore resources.  OORP is responsible for the development and maintenance of regulations, policies, standards, and guidelines for best available and safest practices that govern industry’s offshore operations nationwide and efforts to improve safety and environmental protections in offshore operations through compliance and environmental enforcement policy development and program oversight, funding research into new technologies, and managing external partnerships with industry safety organizations.  OORP provides oversight of Bureau aviation management and the Bureau’s offshore training center.  OORP manages the complaint process for ensuring open and non-discriminatory access to pipelines as required by the Outer Continental Shelf (OCS) Lands Act.   The office manages information collections in compliance with the Paperwork Reduction Act, and fulfills Federal Regulation Liaison functions at BSEE.  
4.2 
Oil Spill Response Division (OSRD).  The Chief, OSRD is responsible for regulations, policies, standards, guidance, and oversight of the BSEE oil spill response program which covers aspects of oil spill prevention, planning, preparedness, and response.  OSRD is responsible for review and approval of oil spill response plans, conducting unannounced oil spill drills, conducting unannounced oil spill response and subsea containment equipment inspections, funding oil spill response research, managing the Ohmsett facility, supporting the Federal On-Scene Coordinator during offshore oil spills, maintaining statistics of offshore oil spills, enforcing applicable regulations, and auditing training and/or table-top exercises of spill management teams and oil spill removal organizations.  OSRD is also responsible for coordinating with Federal, State, and local agencies in the preparation of area contingency plans and participating in drills conducted under the National Preparedness for Response Exercise Program.  
4.3
Environmental Enforcement Division (EED).  The Chief, EED enforces environmental compliance of BSEE-regulated activities associated with exploration, development and production of the Nation’s OCS energy and marine mineral resources by providing policy guidance, direction, and program oversight.  Essential program components include inspection of operations and review and enforcement of industry compliance with environmental laws and regulations, lease terms and permit requirements.  The Division develops strategies to ensure Bureau environmental protection goals, legal mandates, and regulatory requirements are met.  
4.4
Regional Offices.  The following regional offices are headed by Regional Directors, who are responsible for managing and directing BSEE programs in the individual regions.  Activities include permitting operations, inspection and enforcement to ensure compliance with regulations and conditions of approval, safety management and asset integrity, proper production volume reporting, and conservation of resources.  The regional offices work with headquarters to ensure that the full range of offshore regulatory programs are properly managed.

Alaska OCS Region (headquartered at Anchorage, Alaska) manages BSEE programs on the OCS off Alaska. 


B.
Gulf of Mexico OCS Region (headquartered at New Orleans, Louisiana) manages BSEE programs in the Gulf of Mexico and along the eastern seaboard.  

C.
Pacific OCS Region (headquartered at Camarillo, California) manages BSEE programs along the western seaboard.
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
